Easter Sunday (April 20 this year) is
the day all eyes are focused on Jesus, the cross
and the resurrection. This affords the Christian
two unique opportunities. Of course, we know
we celebrate the resurrection every Lord’s
Day. That’s why, in fact, we meet on Sunday,
the first day of the week, instead of Saturday,
the Jewish Sabbath. Easter, however, reminds
us in a special way of that earth-shattering,
eternity-changing, difference-making event —
the triumphant resurrection of Christ from the
grave. This is the starting point of our gospel.
The message of the early apostles, Christians,
and evangelists was, “He is risen!” We are
reminded of this every Sunday, but especially
Easter Sunday. So, one unique opportunity is
the opportunity to worship, praise, and cele-
brate our resurrected savior.

The second great opportunity we have
is to “tell His story,” to share the gospel with
others. Many people who are lost or out of
church are thinking about Jesus and the gospel
on Easter Sunday. Some think about attending
church (that’s the natural thing to do on Easter)
but don’t have a place to go, because they
don’t attend regularly. Someone in your life, a
relative, friend, classmate, or co-worker, may
be in this condition. Why not prayerfully use
this Easter season to reach out to your friend or
loved one and invite them to worship with you,
and/or use it as a conversation starter to share
the gospel? People who have gone to church
because it was Easter have met Christ there and
have been saved. It can happen again! It can
happen this Easter! It can happen in your
friend or loved one’s life!
